
A Lasting Legacy
How to remember the
Northmoor Trust in your Will



At the Northmoor Trust, we are lucky to
have one of these remaining natural
gems - a diverse estate that is a rich
haven for wildlife.  The Wittenham
Clumps is an iconic landscape, visited
and loved by generations.  With its
habitats of woodland, hay meadow,
wetland and chalk downland, it is
home to a diverse array of wildlife,
including bats, badgers, damselflies,
dragonflies, great crested newts and
over one-hundred bird species.  

The legacy of the Wittenham Clumps
extends across our natural and cultural
heritage.  The site is internationally
recognised as a Site of Special
Scientific Interest, a Special Area of
Conservation and a Scheduled Ancient
Monument.  Castle Hill, one of the two
prominent hills, was once a Bronze Age

hill fort and still has its curved
ramparts and ditches from the later
Iron Age.  Round Hill joins Castle Hill,
and here the Romans have bequeathed
us traces of a villa.  

The Northmoor Trust is devoted to
wildlife and nature conservation.  The
uniqueness of the Wittenham Clumps
and the rich diversity of our estate,
enables us to lead an inspiring
programme of activities.  Our work
extends across our 300-hectare estate,
managing the nature reserve and a
conservation-grade farm, and pursuing
scientific and archaeological research.
The Trust’s schools programme
stretches throughout the county, and
our innovative education and visitor
centre, Project Timescape, explores the
evolution of the local landscape.
Above all, we are interested in the
future of our natural world.

In recent centuries, natural habitats have given way to other land uses 
and wildlife has shrunk back into small, isolated areas.  Much of what
remains is protected in nature reserves, or in corners of fields and other
remote pockets.
